Eligibility: 
Open to all artists working in visual arts. Show is limited to 115 entries and all submissions will be juried in. The FALC organizing committee reserves the right to remove any works, not suitable for public display. 

Submissions, online or mail-in must be postmarked by August 19, 2013 
1. Work in acrylics, water media, oils, photography, digital art, sculpture, ceramics, dry and mixed media can be submitted.

2. Artists may submit up to 3 art works for one entry fee. Entry fee is not refundable.

· Cupertino Residents Cupertino Rotary Members and City employees - $35

· Non-residents - $45

3. Artist shall submit online form, upload images and pay entry fee no later than August 19. Online payment will include $2 convenience fee to cover payment processor charge. Submissions can be sent by mail, postmarked no later than August 19. Mail submission shall include printed and filled in form, CD with images and check for the amount of the entry fee, make payable to FALC. Images on CD shall be named according to this pattern: <Entry order>-<ArtistName>-<Title>.jpg. Example:  1-JohnSmith-SunnyAfternoon.jpg.

4. Images shall fit in 1200x900 pixels for unified viewing on the computer.

Rules of Entry: 
1. All work must be original and executed by the exhibiting artist.  Art works may not be a copy or obviously resemble other artists’ art works, including ones in public domain and photographs.  Exception will be made if Artist can present signed release, allowing use someone else’s artwork (presumably photograph) for reference.

2. Submitted work must not have been exhibited at the previous Fall Fest Shows. Submitted work should have been done within the last 3 years.

3. The specific work accepted for the show is to be made available for the show. Artwork that is submitted cannot be exchanged with another piece.

4. All artwork must be hand delivered. FALC does not provide facility to mail artwork to.

5. All submitted artwork has to be for sale. Artist will be paid for sold artwork approximately 3 weeks from the end of the show. FALC will take a 10% commission on sales.

6. Participants can display prints, cards and other art works during the reception and show. Holding bins and racks will be provided. Other items, handmade by the artists, can be displayed and sold at the show. The show committee reserves the right to eliminate unsuitable items. 

7. Participants shall select one coordinator or two volunteering positions for the show. (We may not ask to volunteer non-FALC members.)

Auction Donations

Artists are encouraged to donate one piece of artwork for the silent charity auction held at the reception. We are looking for smaller art works no larger than 16x20 with starting bid $30. 100% of proceeds from the auction will be donated to the <need the name of charity from Sunil>. Artists, donating art work shall release Copyright on donated artwork to use in Auction advertising materials. 

Art works, not sold during the auction, will be returned to artist. If you want to donate more than one art work for the auction, contact the Auction coordinator.

Fall Fest Grounds display

FALC plans to set one - three booths for artist’s interaction with fair attendees. Booths will have no walls and intended for plain air painting and activities, interesting to public (who can do face painting?). Artists may bring and sell small artworks, cards, prints at the event.

Framing instructions: 

Any piece of submitted art that does not follow the FALC framing guidelines will be rejected from the show. 
All submitted work must be properly framed and ready to hang. Artwork must be completely dry, exposed paints must be solid to touch (not only surface dry).

Artwork on canvas must be framed or be painted around the sides. Frames must be made of metal or wood. Watercolors, photographs, pastels and works on paper must be framed under protective plexiglass. Artwork measuring less than 20" in either dimension can be framed under glass at artist's risk. FALC will not be held responsible for glass that may break during the show. All frames and canvases must have flat D-rings holding the wire in the back. Sawtooths, clamps, clips or screw eyes will not be accepted – no exceptions. The raw ends of the wires must be taped to prevent injury while handling. Stretch the wire tight, it should be at least 3” from the top of the frame when picture is hang. Simple neutral frames and mats are preferred. 

Due to limited space, artwork measuring more than 72" on the biggest side (framed size) cannot be accepted to the show. Please note that size may be a consideration when jurying into the show. You will need to supply the easel or stand for artwork measuring more than 38" frame size or for any 3 dimensional works. Work requiring special handling of any kind will not be accepted. Sculpture and ceramics have a size limitation of 24" wide. Ceramics will need to be on a special stand and cannot be hung. Triptychs and Diptychs are accepted, as equivalent to 3 or 2 entries respectively..
